Procedures on Request & Arrangement 

For Wedding Mass / Service & Reception

1.    Arrangement for Wedding must be made at least six (6) months before the date of 

       Wedding.  Day/Time for Mass/Service: Saturdays -  9.00 am, 12 noon & 2.00 pm.

No reception for 2.00 pm Weddings & 1st Sat 12 noon Wedding bookings.

1st Saturday 9am Wedding reception is restricted to only the Parish Hall(Canteen) 


and must end by 11 am).

2. Please see the priest to confirm if he is able to solemnize and celebrate your wedding.  If he is agreeable, then get the priest to sign on the Application For Marriage form and return it to the Secretariat as soon as possible with a Cash Contribution of $200 to confirm the booking.
3. Couples who are seriously contemplating marriage must attend either:-
a) Marriage Preparation Course (MPC) or

b) Engaged Encounter Weekend (EE Weekend)

      Either course should be attended preferably before the engagement is formally announced.

4. Interview with the Priest solemnizing the Marriage:-

The Priest will interview the couple and complete all details in the ‘Pre-Nuptial Inquiry’ Form 
which will be signed by the couple.
The couple (or the baptized Catholic partner) must give a copy of the following:-
i) 
Certified copy of the New Baptism Extract (validity within 6 months
from date of marriage).  The original copy is for the Church.
ii) Photocopy  of the “MPC” or “EE” Certificate.
iii) Marriage Licence (for non-convalidation of marriage) or copy of the ROM
Certificate (for convalidation of marriage).
iv)
Photocopies of I/Cs of wedding couple & 2 witnesses

For  Non-Convalidation of Marriage, the ROM certificate collected just before the 
      Wedding must be handed to the Secretariat for recording into the OLPS Marriage Register  

      and Secretariat will hand this to the Celebrant on the Wedding Day.

1. 6.
Donation to the Church for use of the Parish Hall will be at your discretion.  However a cash 


deposit of $50 will be required, which will be refunded to you after the function and subject to 
conditions.  (Please refer to the “Reservation of the Parish Hall” form).

Stipends or ‘ang pows’ to choir group, priest and altar servers are at your discretion.
